6:05 (ish) When the ea6ng energy dies down a bit, the ar6st is invited back to play for 15-20. 

Dessert does not go out in the room un6l that is over – or at least no-one is allowed to 
come and get it un6l the playing is over 

 
6:30 (ish) Host thanks the Ar6st big-6me and invites us to eat dessert. 
 
7:00 Host draws all together again at the end (7pm) with thanks to the kitchen staff and 

special thanks to the ar6st. Big applause. If there is leRover food to take home, this 
should be offered. Say a blessing, if you wish. 

 
 Host fetches the cash from the kitchen and puts it in the envelope for Linnea found in 

the MS supplies box. FiRy dollars goes in the thank-you card and the card is given 
personally to the Ar6st (not a public presenta6on) 

 
 Clear up, invi6ng anybody who looks like they wish they had something to do, to help 

out.
